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Fiaishing the

glass for a windscreen or body-light is cut to its
exact fitting shape, and for the windows the
smooth polished edges, where they will slide up
and down in the channels, are suitably prepared
while the material is still nothing more than
plate glass. Then it is suspended by metal tongs
in an electric furnace and heated to a temperature
of over 600 degrees C., so that it becomes soft
but does not revert to its original molten state.
The temperature has to be very accurately con-
trolled and the period of heating has to be carefully
watched, because overheating or heating for too
long a time would render the glass too soft,
while under-heating would not make it soft
enough for its subsequent treatment.

Club Member Jeff Bridge is wondering what oils experienced Seveners put in their cars and has suggested a survey among members. It seems a good idea when there are so many alternatives.

On Mike's recommendation I use a straight Servol SAE 40 for my engine and gearbox, with SAE 140 in the rear axle. Please be prepared to give your preference at the next Club Meeting.
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Triplex toughened glass can be tested by hammer blows.

A Tough Proposition—contd.

The glass is then rapidly withdrawn from the
furnace and is immediately subjected to a blast
of air on both surfaces. Here again the pressure
of the air is carefully controlled. This rapidly
chills the surfaces which contract and set up a
state of compression.

Subsequently the inside of the glass cools
skowly, but as the outside surfaces are hard and
jn a state of compression, the cooling of the
\mside portion of the glass creates a state of very
high tension. In this way a considerable strain
isset up throughout the glass, but this strain is
yery evenly distributed and there is, of course, a
balance between the internally contained tension
and the external compression.

Glass in this state can be twisted through an
angle of as much as 30 degrees, whereas a picce

of ordinary plate glass can only
be twisted 8 to 10 degrees.
When, however, a piece of
toughened glass is subjected to
a blow heavy enough to cause
fracture, the fracture in break-
ing the compressed surface re-
leases the internal tension and
the whole piece of glass shatters
into thousands of small frag-
ments about the size of one's
little finger nail. Moreover, in
breaking, the compressed sur-
face tends to powder, and so
leaves the edges of the small
particles blunt and innocuous.
In this way toughened glass
preserves the safety of the
driver and passengers in a
motor car, first, by not breaking
unless involved in a very severe accident whereby
the glass sustains a considerable blow, and,
secondly, because when it does fracture, it di
integrates into such tiny fragments as to be is
capable of causing the severe cuts and injuri
which might result from ordinary plate glass.

A very deep scratch might also penetr’
the outside hard skin of toughened glass a.
thus release the tension and cause the glass
to break, but it always breaks in just the same
way and is incapable of causing severe cuts.

Every piece of Triplex toughened glass can be
identified by a trade mark consisting of X's
encircled by the words' ‘Triplex’ ‘and “Tough-
ened,” and Austin saloon models have this glass
in all the windows as well as the screen—
a safety feature of the first importance that
entirely eliminates the menace of flying glass.

BODGERS CORNER AND TECHNICAL TIPS DEPARTMENT
As he is still awaiting the return of the Opal's block from the engineers, David Whetton's saga will not be continuing this month as expected, but no doubt we shall be hearing from him again when time and circumstance allow.

Wondering what to include as 'the technical bit' I dipped into past DA7C Newsletters. Bernard has kindly lent me his file which contains all the Newsletters from the beginning of the Club in February '76 up to December '82. It makes fascin​ating reading and I shall have more to report from these as time goes on. For the moment my eye has been caught by Phil's technical tips in the Newsletter of August 1982 - here reproduced mainly for more recent members.

Phil also gave us a very useful tyre changing demonstration at last month's meeting; but don't let's leave it all to Phil. There must be other Members with tips to pass on through the Newsletter. Could you spare half an hour to do some jottings and let me have them? I don't mind 'writing them up' if necessary. Think about it - even if only one Member benefits it will be worthwhile.

TECHNICAL TIPS
Ruby Petrol Filler Rubber
Is your petrol pipe into the tank blocked by a tatty, leaking original filler rubber? These unobtainable items cause lots of problems and can be extremely difficult to replace.The filler rubber from an early Datsun 1200 or 1300 saloon will fit perfectly - just cut off the angled piece to the right length and you have a replacement which I found I was able to fit in half an hour -providing you can fiddle it in place from underneath and through the boot lid.

Gudgeon Pin Clamp Bolts
probably the worst disaster that can happen on your engine is to have a gudgeon pin clamp bolt work loose and come out. On its way out it will probably bend the con rod, score the bore and break the piston, It will drop on the gauze filter, be picked up by the crankshaft and lash a star like crack in the side of the crankcase. The answer to this is not to use locking tabs but to ensure that you have new high tensile bolts fitted with spring washers and do them up really tight using 'Loctite' etc.. on perfectly clean threads. (P.S, we have them in the club spares!).

Engine Cutting Out At High Revs.
I noticed that for some weeks my car had been cutting out and losing power at high revs-. Closer inspection revealed small amounts of brass dust in the distributor caused by the rotor arm being loose on its peg. Changed the rotor arm and no more problems.

Fire Risk
I have twice had starter switches (ruby type) catch fire because dirt trapped inside them combined with oil (starter is just below the filler cap) has caused an internal short circuit. Check yours by flicking the switch lever backwards and forwards and sideways to see if it sparks. To rectify any problems dismantle and clean.  Phil Whitter
