Practice started in drizzle, always an advantage for DD who has developed Shoe-maker-type tippy-toes resulting in third row on the grid for the Big Race - a full 7 seconds faster than Chambers!  However, being at Silverstone went to Dave’s head and he entered for an earlier HIGH SPEED TRIAL against  Lotus Elans, Aston Martins, Porsches, Cougar Jaguars, C-type Jags, TVRs and a Ford Cortina (!). LUBRICATION

part 2

GEAR BOX

[image: image21.bmp]When your Austin Seven is new the gear box should be completely drained after the first 500 miles running. To do this remove the gear box drain plug (the position of which is shown in Fig. I) whilst oil is still warm after a run. This drain plug also holds the clutch pit drain hole cover in position as illustrated in Fig. 2, and when refitting the drain plug this must be replaced

After draining, about two-thirds of a pint of CASTROL XL is the maximum quantity required for complete replenishment of the gear box. The amount of oil in the gear box can be checked by inserting the engine dip-stick in the gear box filling orifice (Fig. z). The depth of oil should never be less than one inch or more than two and a half inches. It is advisable to check this every 1,000 miles and maintain at the maximum level by replenishing with CASTROL XL.

Changing the oil.

Every 5,000 miles after the first 500 repeat the draining process previously described and refill with

CASTROL XL.

Rear Axle.

The rear axle should be replenished every 1,000  miles with CASTROL "D" Gear Oil.

To do this, first remove the plug situated at the rear centre casing.  Then screw the end of the grease gun adaptor into the hole,  attach  the barrel of the grease gun and force in lubricant. Do not inject too much at any one time, as oil is liable to reach the brake shoes and im​pair their efficiency.

Steering Gear.

In order to enjoy ease of steering and eliminate the possibility of "play" developing between the steer​ing wheel and road wheels through wear, regular lubrication at all points of the steering gear is essential. The parts mentioned below can he located by reference to Fig. 4 and also the Oiling Chart at the end of this booklet.

Steering Gear Box.

Every 1,000 miles give a charge of Wakefield CASTROLEASE Medium with the grease gun at the nipple situated on top of the box. This will lubricate the worm and worm wheel bearings.

Steering Column.

Give hearing at top of the steering column a little oil from the oilcan every 250 miles.

Steering Side Tube.

Every 250 miles the steering connections on this should be lubricated with CASTROL XL using an oilcan which injects the lubricant under pressure into the sockets.

Steering Swivel Pins and Cross, Tube.

Every 250 miles apply Wakefield CASTROLEASE Medium with the grease gun at the nipples provided (there are four of these in all).

Universal Joint.

Every 250 miles fill the joint housing with CASTROL UNIJOYNT Grease. To reach this point move aside the small cover in the car floor board. Now move the car until the filling plug on joint housing is facing upwards. Remove the plug and apply lubricant with the grease gun (see Fig. 5). CASTROL UNIJOYT should always be used here. It is a non-separating grease specially prepared for high-speed metal joints. Do not neglect this point or rely on an inferior grease or unnecessary play will very soon be in evidence.

Just to the rear of the Universal Joint is another filling plug (or on the earlier model a grease nipple) for lubricating the forward end of the torque tube. Apply Wakefield CASTROLEASE Medium here, using the special adaptor if a filling plug is fitted.

The 1998 Edinburgh Trial

D

ue to all the work that getting the Chummy through its first MOT in 8 years entailed, I suddenly woke up to the fact that the Edinburgh would be soon upon me and I had done nothing to the special since putting it away at the end of the winter season in April. Now although it was going OK at that time there were items that needed attention before subjecting the poor thing to another rigorous season. As there was never going to be enough time to do all the work I would like to carry out, there was nothing else for it but to book some precious holiday time. The first task was to get a new MOT. Brakes were relined, new wheels built, new tyres fitted, new track rod ends and even a re-furbished steering wheel installed. The MOT was secured on the Monday before the Friday of the trial. Now to sort and check the car out to make sure both it and me were in a fit state for the 400 miles of the Edinburgh. Eventually all appeared ready with all of Friday to spare, except where on earth had I put all my trialing gear? Oh dear! I am sure I meant to have washed some of this by now. Never mind the goodness will help to keep out the cold!!!

On Friday evening my passenger, Steve Potter, arrived and we set off with the Austin on the trailer to Strensham Services. Brian and Monica Gray had very kindly offered to let us leave our trailer and tow vehicle at their house. We met up with Tim and Anne Whellock, John Green and Ron Mackey in their Sevens and proceeded to drive the short distance to Strensham.  Having cleared scrutineering we departed at our scheduled time of 23.55 to drive the first 70 or so miles to another scrutineering session at the Elf garage on the A5 outside Burton on Trent. A quick refuel and we were off again to find our first section, Agnes Meadow. On route we saw Steve’s brother Phil and his wife Christine coming the other way in their Dellow. After a quick chat we set off again to tackle Agnes Meadow, which I doubt caused anyone a serious problem. It was now off to the Salt Box at Hatton Cross for breakfast. Except, like most other competitors we were far too early and had to resort to sitting in a lay-bye for an hour before being able to sample the culinary delights of the Salt Box at 6 a.m.  A route amendment was issued informing us of some route changes and that the event was being televised. What a time to remember about the unwashed state of some of my kit! Never mind it was too late now and in any case the toilets were already full with those wishing to put on a fresh face for the cameras!

An hour later we were on our way again to the second section, Clough wood. This was surprisingly dry and the only problem was having to stop on the way out behind Roger Bricknell whose car had expired with a flat battery due to a wire having fallen off the alternator. Son Thomas did the honours by pulling him out and he soon caught up with the rest of the field at Litton Slack. The sun had not reached Litton by the time we arrived and the surface was extremely greasy, causing many competitors to fail at the line. Our turn duly arrived, but we could not get enough grip and the car did not seem to be on full song. Three quarters up the hill was as far as we got and with heavy hearts we returned to the bottom of the section to watch the endeavours of the other Austins in our group. John had a similar result to us as did Tim and Anne in whose case failure was a distinct blessing. Having stopped Tim noticed a complete lack of oil pressure and on returning to the bottom discovered that the Austin had deposited most of the contents of it’s sump on the hill. Amazingly this was due to the oil filter coming loose, a fault that was easily rectified with the help of some oil donated by John Green. I decided that the special was running too retarded and advanced the ignition a few degrees. This appeared to correct the problem, but in the event was only hiding the true cause.

Swan Rake is a new section. Rough is not adequate to describe the surface, but I am sure my osteopath will appreciate its inclusion! We all climbed it successfully and amazingly all the cars were still in one piece. On now to Old Long Hill, except for us as en route there was a massive misfiring and we came to an unscheduled halt. Investigation showed that the skew gear on the end of the distributor had parted company with the shaft. Steve looked depressed, until I told him about the complete spare distributor behind his seat. Ten minutes later we were on our way again, but with a slight misfire and down on power. Another stop where condenser, points and plugs were changed and now the Seven was back on full song again. Was this reason we failed Litton? We shall never know, but it helps with the excuses! Old Long hill special test was carried out without incident and by the time we got to the Marquis of Granby we were back on scheduled time. I thought the holding control at the Marquis was very well run this year and after an hour stop we were off to Bamford Clough. Bamford is always one of the highlights of the Edinburgh and soon we were off again. More money for my osteopath! but what great fun being cheered on by all the spectators to the top of the hill. Brian Osborne and Martin Price sadly broke a spring on their MGB after clearing the section ends and had to retire.

On now to Hagside, with a stop and restart test. Hagside was in it’s usual rough state and unfortunately claimed one of our team of Austins. John Green had the very unfortunate luck to snap the drop arm on the steering box. This sent him off the track and into the fields and for some unknown reason he decided he was unable to continue, muttering something about not being able to steer. A pretty lame excuse if you ask me!

Great Hucklow was next and this will no doubt remain in many peoples mind for years to come. We waited our turn and watched several cars fail including one Escort, which got it’s diff stuck on a root at the start and despite the efforts of many strong arms required the assistance of the recovery vehicle to pull it free. Our turn duly arrived and we succeeded in getting off the line OK and in positioning ourselves in the restart box correctly. Knowing that we would now be faced with a sharp left-hand bend up a very steep, slippery, gradient with an adverse camber I decided a large amount of momentum was called for. We actually hit the bend going too fast and there followed several frantic seconds of flaying arms trying to get the car back on course (some of these arms were mine!). This proved successful and we found ourselves at the top with another clear. We ran back to watch Tim and Anne, who adopted a slightly different technique and whilst it was not quite as spectacular it did the trick. 

On to Jacobs ladder and Deep Rake special test. Both were climbed without problem and our thanks must go to the villagers at the bottom of Jacobs ladder for their indulgence in having the trial pass through the centre of their community. Any inconvenience was minimised by having a holding control outside the village and a motorcycle escort to the start.

Putwell 1 and 2 were the last sections to be climbed, with a restart on Putwell 2 for all classes. What a view from the top and a fitting end to another fantastic Edinburgh trial. A final pump up of tyres and on to Buxton to sign off and have a beer and chat with friends at the Robin Hood. We claimed a silver medal as did Tim and Anne, having only failed Litton.

It was now time to find our hotel, have a meal and go to bed for the first time in 40 hours. We had been in the Austin for about 18 hours and both it and we needed a rest before the long drive home again the next day.

We thoroughly enjoyed our event and hope to be able to have another go at all these hills again in future Edinburghs. As always the organisation was fantastic and our grateful thanks must go to all the organisers and Marshals who devoted their time so generously for our enjoyment.
