No 764.-Gear Changing​
Seven.

Q Since acquiring my Seven saloon -- 1932 model - I have never been able to master gear changing to my satisfaction, and often find difficulty in engaging third and top. Can

you give me any advice as to how I can

improve matters ?

A As you do - not give us any information as to the precise • nature of your difficulties, we may not be able to give you very specific information on this subject. Firstly, however, we should like to explain that the gearbox on your car is of the twin-top design in which, whereas the gears for first and second

: slide into mesh, the engagement of

: third speed Is by means of dogs, and

! should therefore be somewhat simpler, the gears always being in mesh and only having to be connected to the shafts to provide the drive. '

This, however, does not materially

' affect the operation of gear changing, except to render it more positive and therefore easier for third and fourth speeds. With this type of gearbox it is, of, course, essential to double. declutch, i.e.., when you disengage the drive you should let the clutch in for a second or so, speed the engine up with the accelerator when chanting down, or allow the engine to lose speed for changing up, then declutch again before moving the gear lever into the next gear position. By this means the speeds of the gears are synchronised to allow of easy movement without clash, either of the gears themselves when en​gaging first and second speeds, or of the engagement dogs for third and fourth.

Your trouble may arise through inaccurate double declutching, possibly not speeding up the engine when chang​ing down, or not allowing it to slow down correctly when changing up while the gear is disengaged. Equally, it may be due to your clutch movement not being positive enough to ensure that the clutch {s fully dis​engaged on both occasions when you move the gear lever. Another possible fault in your handling of the gears may be in lifting the lever. Actually, the gear lever has to be lifted to engage reverse, but sometimes the habit of lifting the gear lever for normal straight​forward gear changing is acquired, and this makes it difficult to engage the forward gears.

"A SQUARE TOO FAR" - OR "HINDSIGHT IS A WONDERFUL THING, HORATIO"

In the beginning was a great knocking, then such smoking across the land and finally, very finally, on the way to Wimborne Square came THE END. This article is offered as a cautionary tale for all fellow ostriches who have said, "These A7 engines always knock to let you know they're still running", or even, as in the A7 bible and Companion, "There is no use putting in new bearings - they'll only be knocking again in a few thousand miles".

It all started about nine months ago with a slight knock on over-run which was attributed to the infamous and much maligned centre bearing. During replacement it was noticed that the crankshaft moved forward and backwards fairly freely and on further delving the front thrust-washer had been turned into iron filings. MISTAKE NUMBER ONE COMING UP:- The lack of the thrust-washer was causing the movement. WRONG. Some short time after replacing the washer the knocking, of course, returned and soon after that the smoking started. MISTAKE NUMBER TWO:- "A broken ring in number two pot" WRONG. Then came Beaulieu and the purchase of new main bearing and piston rings. FINAL MISTAKE:- "It's a lovely day, let's go for a last run to Shaftesbury and start on the car tomorrow."

Now the engine is in bits (literally!) and the true train of events can be determined but the same symptoms fit a very different story.

1. The worn front bearings allowed the crank to vibrate fore and aft.

2. This shook loose a pinch-bolt on the gudgeon-pin of no. 2 piston.

3. The loose pin grinds great grooves up and down piston bore. 
4. Vibrations crack crankshaft across central web.

5. Loose crankshaft punches out retaining lip behind front bearings. 
6. Car stops.

What really hurts is the knowledge that it could have been prevented. At the very beginning Rob said, "Take it out and do a proper job", and at the end Phil said, "It was trying to tell you it was sick". Hindsight doesn't help Engine no. 285298, but I hope this might prevent someone else from wrecking one of our precious engines. Meanwhile Gary has kindly put me on the trail of some bits and the re-build will be the subject of a future article.

IT is not easy to link together camping and caravanning. Each type of holiday is quite different from the other and enthusiasts who perennially .sleep under canvas would faint at the thought that Caravanning was anything

more than living in a flat ,n wheels I hl-ever, a carefree holiday can be spent with either tent or caravan and when there are children in the party, a holiday of this kind may be far more enjoyable than one of the conventional order.

The article entitled "Preparing the Car for Spring and Summer Motoring," which appears on page 632, should be we studied before even contemplating an "open air" holiday-the car must be in perfect order if the holiday is not to be marred by troublesome and unnecessary breakdowns. The next thing to decide is whether the holiday should be a camping or caravanning one. If it is to be the former, the tent must be considered the primary item of the camping equipment. At first glance, the tent is a very simple affair but in actual fact there is a great deal of scientific construction behind it. You can, of course, design and make your own tent but it is usually far wiser to go to a reputable tent maker. If you haven't previously camped out, the best thing to do is to try and get the personal advice of an experienced c; per before making your purchase. There are many kinds of tents available-some good, some bad-but the most popular is the "cottage" type which comprises vertical walls and an inverted "V" roof. This type of tent will give plenty of floor space and headroom and a fly.

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Caravanning and Caravans.

Unless you have actually experienced and taken an active part in a caravan holiday, it is impossible to realise or anticipate what joys have been missed. If you like an open-air life and have already camped under canvas, one of the most obvious advantages of the caravan is that all camping equipment can be stored in a practical and orderly manner. In a well-designed caravan everything is easily accessible. There is no searching at the bottom of the car and under the seats for the firs!. aid outfit, for example, and when it is time for tea, all the necessary in​gredients are ready to hand and not where you least expect to find them I There are ample cupboards and lockers and a proper place for all the impedi​menta essential to modern camping. Furthermore, the caravan makes an ideal kitchen - especially in bad weather-and its position can be easily changed should the wind blow too strongly beneath the door I You are always sure of a dry bed. The caravan can be locked up-it can be left quite safely for days on end-and the larder is always out of reach of farmyard animals. There is still one more argument in favour of caravanning which will have a stronger appeal if no camping whatsoever has been experienced. It is not necessary to forsake many of life's little luxuries, deck chairs can be taken, wireless, gramophone, as much bedding as you like and in addition, tents can be included so that the caravanner may sleep under canvas-an attraction which cannot be denied-when the spirit or the weather moves him. Also, with lean-to tents and caravan, it is possible to accommodate a very large party.
