A lovely breakfast - warm and friendly hospitality. My bike was in the old
shepherd's cottage next to the farm. when I got it in the morning, there was a
white chicken sitting on eggs in the wardrobe! FPelt quite envious but had to leave.

Cold und overcast, a hint of drizzle as I tackle this hideous A74 once more.

It's a death trap - not sure about Glasgow tonight, Youth Hostel full up but
have had un offer of &4 bed at a students’ hostel. 6 miles in half-an-hour so
far this morning. Great care needed on this road!

Well ~ now I've survived this morning, I'll survive anything on this trip!
Weather not very holpful - cold drizzle so waterproof on. Got a bit of peace
for & while -~ near side was out of bounds but I rode along inside the bollards.

Just before the junction with the new M74 there was a contra-flow - the
lorries were doing 60+ and really close - thought I was going to end up like
one of the hundreds of dead, soggy,rabbits on this pitiful stretch of highway.

l'eace at last - the old A74 is a dead roud -~ thank goodness! Near
Lesmahagow found a truck stop and decided to huve a trucker's lunch for a change.
Glory - 600 miles on the ‘cyclo’ § done! 40 miles in 4 hours this morning,
great stuff! - Also, they're playing Neil Dismond's ‘Jazz Singer' tape - one of
my favourites. Excellent steak, chips and peas for £2,30 - can't be bad!

It was a fairly uneventful ride into Glasgow - a Scotsa' cyclist aged 48
rode along with me for about 7 miles. He was funny to listen to. I had
difficulty understanding him, He was very scathing about his race! Warned me
not to ask directions from anyone but a policeman in Glasgow. We parted company
in Hamilton with a handshake, but he couldn't sign my book as we were in the
middle of traffic. . )

Kind lady in a car gave me £4. Had some difficulty finding Maclay Hall but
got there in the end.

My room is in Maclay Hall, a hall of residence of Glasgow University -
they let the studenta' rooms when the Youth Hostel is full. No food provided
80 bought my own and cooked it in the kitchen. Will do the same for breakfast.
Shared my peaches with Brian, a Canadian and wy only friend in this great City.

Glasgow ~ what a city of contrasts - ghastly squalor as I came in on the
outgkirts, HMaclay is in a very select area, rather like Bath.

Weather has improved this evening - drizzle some of the day and a clear
evening. 626 miles done and 68 today - not bad!

Getting into Maclay is like entcring Fort Knox. The door locks automatically
and a buzzer sounds if it's not shut.

It's now '10.02 p.m. and I am luoking out of the skylight of my room as I am
at the top of the building. Host fantastic view of the western half of Glasgow,
gleawing and twinkling lights and the wountains in the distance. Worth cycling
this far just for this view!

Have put & little cabinet on the window sill 80 now I've got a seat by -
the skylight! Have had no success with plans for tomorrow - Gleancoe Youth
Hostel is full, can't get a reply from Crianlarich - will try again in the worning.
